 The Garden Grove Education Association is offering five GGEA Scholarships to graduating seniors of the 
Garden Grove Unified School District and to GGEA members’ children who are graduating seniors in other school 
districts.  One of the five scholarships is designated as available only to a child of current, retired, deceased, or disabled 
Association members.  Students who apply may be considering any field of study, and must be entering a vocational 
education school, junior college, four-year college, or university in the Fall of 2010.  Criteria for selection will be 
financial need, academic achievement, volunteer work, service to the community, and school activities. 
 The awards are $2,000 each payable at the beginning of the 2010 Fall semester once the student turns in 
registration information that they will be attending college on a full-time basis. 
 All students chosen as semi-finalists must be available for personal interviews with the Scholarship Committee 
on April 23, 2009 or it will result in a disqualification.

       2.  Request that your school send a transcript of your records to the GGEA office.  (Transcript must include 

grades from first semester of senior year, G.P.A, and class ranking.) 
 
       3.  Submit copy of last filed income tax return of parent/guardian.  Also include applicant’s individual 

income tax return if filed.  (All information will be kept strictly confidential.)  If exempt from filing, 
please submit proof of income (AFDC, SSI, Disability, etc.).  Application is incomplete without the 
necessary forms for proof of income. 

 
       4.  Submit the three (3) enclosed recommendation forms to individuals of your choice.  Two (2) must be 

received from school personnel, and one (1) must be from another adult (not a classmate or relative) in the 
community outside the school.  List individuals to whom you gave forms.
